WHAT IS nala?

The National Association of Language Advisers is a long established association for those who provide advice, support, training and inspection in the field of languages learning and teaching in the UK.  We have no paid officers and operate as a democratic self-help association with a national executive committee of members elected to honorary positions.  We are entirely independent but work closely with other specialist languages agencies and organisations.  We play an important part in the development of languages education at many levels: the expertise, experience and judgement of our members are highly regarded. Currently membership includes representatives of specialist national agencies such as CILT (The National Centre for Languages), OFSTED, QCDA, the British Council, Cultural Institutions, The Languages Company and we have valued links with other associations such as The Association for Language Learning (ALL) and the Association of Professionals in Education and Children’s Trusts (ASPECT). All members are welcome at regional meetings and our annual national conference.

A network of professional contact through our expanding directory of members; information and updating on relevant specialist areas; training and professional development opportunities for members; a means of influencing policy and practice through our working contact with government, national agencies and other professional bodies.
